Two wings are 

separated by a kitchen, full bathrooms and cen-

tral Fireside Room. Both wings have 4 bunk-

rooms with sleeping for 4 in each room.

 Sleeps 32  in 8 separate rooms. Each room

Blazing Star & Moonseed 

Two unique bunkhouse arrangements clustered 

to look like small villages, Blazing Star and 

Moonseed are located in the central, wooded 

portion of the preserve. Each cluster includes a 

shelter and 4 

primitive 

cabins in 

addition to 

the heated 

bunkhouse.

for outdoor gatherings, the covered shelters 

boast a large masonry fireplace and picnic tables, 

forming your own meeting place in the forest.

Family Campsites are a wonderful addition at 

Hoover Forest Preserve! Located near the re-

stroom/shower house, these sites can accommo-

date parties up to six people each. For larger par-

ties and groups, we have three Group Campsites 

that sleep up to 30 people each. All campsites 

have fire rings and picnic tables to seat the maxi-

mum number of people allowed at each site. Wa-

ter is available at the restroom/shower house.
